HOURS OF OPERATIONS

Operational hours to deliver containers to all facilities are:

Monday thru Friday: From 0600 hours to 1500 hours.
All drivers delivering containers to this base, should stop at Gate 1 and provided proper documentation such as: driver license; vehicle (tractor) registration and note, if the vehicle is not on the drivers name, original note from the company's owner stating the driver is authorized to used such vehicle to deliver and retrieved empty containers; documentations for the dry and/or reefer containers, such as TCMDs and other documents related to the container.

All clearance documents/authorization letter (attached) must be completed in order to gain entrance to the base.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

NOTE: If driver are delivering cargo after working hours, they should call the commissary at (787-865-5361) requesting authorization to enter the main gate to deliver such cargo.  In return, the commissary will send a notification to the main gate office approving such delivery after working hours.

Please note, no driver WILL PARK (stay over night) any containers in the entrance perimeter of the gates.  

REQUIREMENTS FOR GAINING ACCESS

TO U.S. NAVAL STATION ROOSEVELT ROADS

To gain access to U. S. Naval Station Roosevelt Roads you must meet the following requirements:

1. Possess a valid drivers license.

2. Possess a valid registration for the vehicle you are using.

3. Vehicle must be registered in the drivers name or the company.

4. Vehicle must have evidence of current insurance.  

5. If the vehicle is registered in the name of  someone other  than the driver an  “Authorization to drive” the vehicle must be produced and will include the following:

a. Name of driver.

b. Date of authorization   

c. Description of vehicle (color, make, model and year)

d. Vehicle identification number (VIN)

e. Signature of authority from registered owner / company.

f. Telephone number of the company or person

6. Bill of Lading

7. Submit to a safety inspection, which includes proper function of the following:

a. Headlights.

b. Tail lights.

c. Turn signals.

d. Brake lights

e. Seatbelts

f. Cracked windshield (from frame to frame or if damage obstructs drivers view).

g. Windshield wipers

h. Horn

i. Rearview mirror (s)

8. All vehicles must possess all required components such as :

a. Fenders

b. Hoods

c. Doors

d. Trunk lids

e. Muffler

f. Bumpers

g. Windows (automotive safety glass)       

9. Law 22 of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico Traffic regulations is remain.  Access will be denied when violations of Law 22 are visible / noted.
