Subject:  Joint Munitions Command (JMC) Receiving Hours Test

Purpose:  Presently, most JMC Depots operate on a 4-day receiving schedule. The motor carrier industry has expressed concern over their ability to deliver munitions to these Depots during a reduced operating period.

Background:  From the period of 17 May 2004 through 31 July 2004, the JMC will be conducting a receiving test that will expand current Arms, Ammunition, & Explosives (AA&E) receiving operations to 5 days per week (except for federal holidays) versus the current 4 days per weeks.  The following installations will be participating in this test:

Anniston Munitions Center

Blue Grass Army Depot

Crane Army Ammunition Activity

Letterkenny Munitions Center

McAlester Army Ammunition Plant

Red River Munitions Center

Tooele Army Depot

The minimum core hours for receiving conveyances will be from 0700-1430, Monday through Friday.  Carriers and shippers must verify times with the receiving installation.  

Effective immediately, all carriers will be required to schedule appointments with the receiving installation prior to arrival.  Please note that there will be no exception to this requirement.  This requirement is a new operational requirement and not part of the test.  Carriers who arrive without appointments or after the closing time must request secure holding through SDDC.  This requirement is effective immediately for all JMC sites, which will include the above listed installations.
