DAMAGE AND LOSS PREVENTION FOR RAIL MOVEMENTS

DAMAGE PREVENTION

Proper protection of military vehicles against damage during rail movements:

a. Face wheeled-vehicles rearward on the train, roll down side windows, and lower windshields that can be lowered.

b. Turn side mirrors inward.

c. Protect open glass with plywood, cardboard, or a double layer of bubble wrap (prioritized by level of protection afforded, cost versus benefit must be evaluated). 

d. Properly document all vehicle damage at origin and destination.

 

LOSS PREVENTION
Securing sensitive items in containers: 

a. Place containers, including Conexes, door-to-door to block access.

b. Order flatcars that will accommodate door-to-door placement of MILVANs.

c. Seek assistance from SDDC area commands on technical characteristic of rail flatcars. 

d. Store sensitive items, including NVD's, in approved containers only. (Note: NVD's must be provided double barrier protection, i.e., in a locked shipping container inside a locked rail car, trailer, dromedary, CONEX, or MILVAN.)

e. An NVD storage case does not equate to one of the double barriers. 

f. Never place the sensitive item packing list on the outside of the containers, trailer, or rail cars. 

g. Contact your local provost marshal/law enforcement officials during loading and/or shipping to ensure proper protection for sensitive items.

LOCKS AND SEALS
Secure shipments of sensitive and classified materials using locks and seals, or Seal-Locks. Add use of banding, as appropriate.

M1 ABRAMS TANKS
· Secure Hatches Except Loader's Hatch from Interior.

· Secure Loader's Hatch with TRANS-LOK Seal and Strip of Steel Bands attached to side rails.

· Secure skirts using TRANS-LOK Seals.

ALL TRACKED VEHICLES
· Secure all but driver's Hatch from Inside.

· Lock and Seal or Use Seal-Lock on Driver's Hatch.

· If NIGHT VISION inside

· Remove and containerize

· Use double barrier protection

ARMS, AMMO, EXPLOSIVES, NIGHT VISION, CLASSIFIED 

Vehicles/Containers:

· Lock and Seal or Use Seal-Lock

· If Cable Seal - Use figure eight configuration

· Band, if practicable

Oversized Loads:

· Band and Seal (if practicable)

· Shrink wrap where appropriate

· Use Tarp or other Fireproof Protective Covering

Rail cars and Containers:

· Use box car if possible

· Lock and Seal or Seal-Lock at all possible locations

· Use upper Rail Lock on Box Cars

· Face Containers Door-to-Door

· If Cable Seal - Use figure eight configuration
