Access To AMS

User Registration

Persons requiring access to AMS are requested to go to the SDDC Electronic Transportation Acquisition (ETA) Home Page to register.  The registration process is a one-time process and involves either registering for a new ETA user account to access AMS, or if you have an existing ETA user account, updating that account to include access to AMS.  Instructions for registering via the ETA can be found by clicking on “Help” located on the SDDC ETA Home Page.

Once you have registered with ETA to access AMS and have an ETA username and password you may login to the AMS Database. This process may take a few minutes, depending upon the type of system and software you are using.  Once you have successfully gained access to the AMS, the actual time it takes to use the system is much faster.  Depending upon the type of AMS access account assigned to you, some of the screens may not be available for your use.  If you login to the AMS and do not use the system for more than 30 minutes, the link will be automatically disconnected, and you will be required to log into the system again.
