Standards for passenger rail service must comply with the SDDC Military Rail Agreement (MRA). The currently approved carrier is AMTRAK. Chapter 105, Rail Transportation, of the Defense Transportation Regulation, Part 1, Passenger Movements, provides information on rail movements in accordance with DOD regulations. AMTRAK provides rail transportation to military members and DOD civilian employees as determined by the Transportation Officer (reference JFTR U3135, JTR C2203).

The present agreement effective December 1, 1991, between the SDDC and the National Railroad Passenger Corporation, or commonly known as AMTRAK, provides for scheduled and charter passenger rail service for the DOD.
