Subject:  Shipment Delivery of Arms, Ammunition, and Explosives (AA&E)

Purpose:  The Military Surface Deployment and Distribution Command Operations Center (SDDC OPS CTR), Fort Eustis, VA is receiving reports from carriers being turned away from Crane Army Ammunition Activity due to overcrowding of the receiving facility.

Background:  Be advised as per conversation with the Joint Munitions Command (JMC), the Navy Surface Weapons Center/Crane Army Ammunition Activity, Crane, Indiana, will continue to accept shipments in need of secure holding but will not accept shipments destined for Crane without prior (24 hr) coordination and approval.  IAW DTR Chapter 205, it is mandatory that the TO’s contact the destination activity to confirm the consignee’s ability and intent to receive and secure the shipment.  The shipper must proactively coordinate the DDD/RDD between the destination and the carrier and will include the DDD/RDD, destination operating hours, and any delivery restrictions on the Bill of Lading (BOL).

If there is a problem with Crane or any DOD facility providing secure holding for the shipments, alternate secure holding arrangements will be made through the SDDC, Ft. Eustis, VA (757) 878-8111.

Installations are reminded of the importance of ensuring information listed in the Transportation Facilities Guide (TFG) is kept current.  Shippers are required to execute an advance REPSHIP via fax, e-mail, or message IAW DTR, Chapter 205, Paragraph L.
