Subject:  Return of 463-L Pallets, Nets and Tie-Down Equipment

Purpose:  Receivers and Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMO) personnel are reminded that 463-L pallets and nets must be recycled and returned to the shipper for reuse in the military airlift system.  DRMO personnel are reminded to look for 463-L pallets, nets and tie-down equipment turned into the DRMO for excess. 

Background:  The Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR), Part VI, Management and Control of Intermodal Containers and System 463-L Equipment, provides guidance and instructions regarding the 463-L pallet system.  Deploying units are reminded to return these items to their local transportation representatives in theater for reuse.  DRMO personnel should not receive or accept accountability for 463-L pallets, nets and tie-down equipment turned into the DRMO for excess.  The only exceptions for disposition by DRMO must be approved by the 463-L Item Manager at Warner-Robins Air Logistics Center, WR-ALC/LESVG.

The 463-L cargo system includes the pallets, nets, MHE, and aircraft rail/roller systems. The pallet is made of aluminum skin with a wood or fiberglass core and is framed on all sides by aluminum rails, which consist of 22 tie-down rings attached with 6 rings on each long side and five (5) rings on each short side. The 463-L pallet dimensions are 88 x 108 inches, which allows two inches around the load to attach straps, nets, or other restraint devices. 

An empty 463-L pallet weighs 290 pounds; 355 pounds with a set of nets; three nets make up a set: one top net (yellow/tan) and two side nets (green/black). The side nets attach to the rings of the 463-L pallet and the top net attaches by hooks to the rings on the side nets.  For identification purposes, the following 463-L pallet, net and tie-down equipment information is provided:

Couplers and other tie down equipment; e.g., straps and chains, are unit acquired equipment.  If the couplers turn up at a DRMO, ship them to the nearest aerial port or contact AMC's pallet/net monitor, MSgt Donald Case, DSN 779-4951, donald.case@amc.af.mil.  Recycle the straps and chains, Coupler, Pallet, NSN 1670-01-061-0990 and Coupler, Pallet, NSN:  1670-01-302-3637, at the unit level or return to the closest aerial port for reuse in the military airlift system.
