SUBJECT:  Incremental Change Package (ICP) 9.4 Intel

1.  The purpose of this message is to provide a corrected inform message.  Paragraph 2 has been revised.

2.  The Solaris Operating System CDs (1 of 2 and 2 of 2) and the Jump Start diskette will be used to upgrade your operating system to Solaris 8.  Please follow the instructions in the enclosed ICP Version 9.4 (Intel) installation guide to perform the operating system and application upgrades.  The ICP 9.4 CD (1 of 1) will be used to upgrade the application to ICP 9.4.

3.  The purpose of Incremental Change Package (ICP) 9.4 is to upgrade the TOPS operating system (OS) from Solaris 2.6 x86 to Solaris 2.8 x86.  This will provide greater system reliability, better system security, increased system performance, and will also facilitate implementation of the Security Protocol Upgrade that is scheduled to be delivered in ICP 9.5. 

4.  ICP 9.4 contains fixes for four Software Change Requests (SCRs).  The following paragraphs identify the SCR number and provide a summary of the fixes.

a.  TECH-SCR-32.  The noon Saturday full system backup will be eliminated.  The noon backup will continue to run Monday through Friday at 1200.  The nightly backup will now run Monday thru Saturday at 2000.

b.  TECH-SCR-33.  A test report from JPPSO-Colorado Springs recommended that since the FULL SYSTEM backup is eliminated, we should also eliminate the option to Scan the FULL SYSTEM Backup Tape from the TADMIN BACKUP MAINTENANCE MENU.  This option has been removed from the menu.

c.  TOPS-SCR-384.  The PPSO at Jacksonville reported that they were unable to accept an LOI from a carrier whose LOI had been previously returned.  An investigation revealed that a unique index needed to be changed to a non unique index in the database.  The indexes have already been updated at your sites remotely so you will not experience a change in your current capabilities.

This modification replaces the index creation script which resides on the system and which is only executed if the database must be rebuilt.

d.  TOPS-SCR-406.  Database Maintenance.  EXTENT sizes for the indexes are increased in order to accommodate continuing increases in table sizes.

This modification will allow processing of larger amounts of data when performing such tasks as EVALCARR and other QA processes. Sites will not notice any system changes. 

e.  TOPS-SCR-408.  There was a problem with canceling a queued print job through TADMIN and root command line.

The system file, /etc/inetd.conf, has been modified so that a queued print job is able to be cancelled using TADMIN and root command line.
