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Subject:  Required Dip Note Approval Process for all Non-FMS Air Shipments to Iraq 

Purpose: To advise all shipping activities of the required Dip Note approval process for all Non-FMS air shipments into Iraq.

Be Advised:  To avoid extended delays and incurred storage fees, shippers must follow the guidance outlined in the DTR, Part V, Chapter 512, Section G, Paragraph i under Non-FMS Air Shipments for Iraq.  

(1) Approval Process:
     (a)   The shipper sends all the shipping documents via e-mail to the OSC-I J4   
             office, j4tmr@iraq.centcom.mil.
     (b)    The OSC-I J4 generates a Dip Note request via eService on the DOS   
             OPENet.
     (c)    The GSO processes the request from eService (can take up to 48 hours/2  
             days).
     (d)   Upon approval by the GSO, the packet is forwarded to the Iraqi MFA. The 
             process can take from 7 to 14 working days. Upon approval, the MFA will  
             return the packet to the GSO.
     (e)    The GSO conducts the final processing (up to 24 hours/1 day). Upon final  
             processing, the packet is returned to OSC-I J4.
     (f)    The OSC-I J4 will forward the approved packet via e-mail to the 
             shipper/requester.
     (g)    Any corrections, errors, modifications will require the packet to be 
             resubmitted to the OSC-I J4.
     (h)    Total turn-around time to receive approved Dip Note is approximately 19  
             working days.
     (i)     For commercial air cargo, do not ship until the approval is received from the  
             OSC-I.
