SUBJECT: Defense Personal Property Program (DP3) Peak Season Shipment Data & Blackouts
Update #10

1. SDDC continues to monitor the Shipment Management queues for shipments picking up 15
May 2015 and later as well as TSP blackouts. We encourage TSPs to use this data to
manage their blackouts or plan to allocate resources since shipment refusals will not be
allowed.

2. Data analysis as of 8 April shows there were 6,877 shipments awarded yesterday, 7 April,
against the traffic distribution list for 15 May 2015 and beyond. As of today, 5,628 additional
shipments were in the queue with requested pickup 15May or later.

3. The attached report provides industry with details on the origin, destination, requested
pickup date, and estimated weight of the 5,628 shipments available for award as of this
morning.

4. Current data shows that the granular blackouts use is being entered and we continue to
encourage their use where applicable. For shipment awards 8 April and later, blackouts are
at the following levels. (Increases below are from 7 Apr)

Domestic

GBLOC/Zip3: 218 SCACs (10% increase)
COs: 104 SCACs (11% increase)
Zip3: 588 SCACs (5 % increase)
GBLOC: 269 SCACS (9% increase)

International

GBLOC/COS (iHHG) 38 SCACs (11% Increase)
Channel (iHHG) 48 SCACS (6% Increase)
COS/Zip 3 (iUB) 14 SCACS (39% Increase)
